There was an interesting article in tR@PA Pilotmagazine for September. After reading it, it gives hope

for pilots that are still using 100LL fuel for their aircraft, which is still most of us. We all have been hear-
ing about the discontinuing of 100LL because of the lead and how it is bad for the environment. For more
than 5 years, Swift Enterprises, a small start up firm founded by Purdue University professor John Rusek
and largely staffed by Purdue graduates have designed and produced a replacement fuel for 100LL. It is
being tested by Continental Motor, Beechcraft and also by GAMI Inc. It is a sorghum based fuel that takes
less effort make and is cheaper to produce than 100LL. According to the article, it is very promising and
Swift says it will be another 5 years before it will be seen on the aviation consumer market.

In this article they tested it in an R¥with a 6320 Ly-
coming engine. It performed just like 100LL on a 4!
nm trip. The pilot goes into detail with CHT and EG
temps, and tells about his climb out and cruise perfol
ance. It sounds very promising to me and | hope to s¢
on the market. See the article on page 81 of the Sep
ber issue 0AOPA Pilot magazine.
