 Along the same vein with Kenôs video pres-

entation on ice and aircraft, Iôll give you a few de-

tails on my first adventure into ice country with an 

airplane. For those Iôve already told about this, skip 

this article. I did my due diligence, made all the 

plans, watched weather trends for a week, picked 

the best day, made the trip, enjoyed the stay and 

then things went south or should I say downhill be-

cause south is actually where I wanted to go. You 

can liken this trip to the old adage ñtake offs are 

optional but landings are requiredò. It was my op-

tion to fly but once I committed to that the return 

trip required bringing the airplane home. This 

brings us back to the downhill part again. We all fly 

for different reasons and my reason for this trip was 

expedience, a quick weekend and home again. The 

trip began on a Thursday, clear sky all the way, that 

night it clouded over, the icing airmet (surface up to 

5 and as high as 18,000 ft) followed about three 

hours later and it stayed like that for the next several 

days. All the weather people predicted some form of 

partly cloudy or partial sun all weekend long, the 

sun was never seen again. The part they did get 

right however was the largest snow event the central 

and eastern states have seen in years was a day out 

on Monday, the day I had to do something, my win-

dow was closing fast. I got lots of advice from the 

locals, all but one who werenôt flying either that 

said you wonôt get much ice, youôll be on top before 

you know it or from the guy who was flying (a King 

Air 90 with boots and a hot plate) ñI made the trip 

yesterday, didnôt have any troubleò. Arenôt 

PIREPS somewhat time sensitive? One of the guys 

in the FBO mentioned that the lake northwest of 

town played a major role in the local weather, to 

which I nodded and agreed, not wanting to discuss 

the effects of a snow covered chunk of ice that 

looked like the rest of the state or region for that 

matter. For you scud runners amongst us, I may 

have neglected to mention the ceilings were at ILS 

minimums 300 to 500 feet and I just donôt have 

enough experience to try that yet. So, whatôs an 

inexperienced scud runner, which has to be back to 

work, really need to do? Beat the storm with a 

rental car, thatôs what. The trip that started out as 

three hours up and three back turned into, three up, 

eleven back, wait for a week, thirteen up and three 

back again. There are some lessons to be drawn 

from this experience, some obvious, some inciden-

tal, Iôll keep the list down to the essential ones. 

First, be ready to allow at least ten to twelve days 

for a quick week end trip or be proficient at low 

scud running, and by the way, pick a field without 

an active FSDO on it, you know, less chance of 

being detected. Second, did you know that a one 

way rental of any appreciable mileage is about 

three times the weekly rate of $200? And lastly, I 

can now affirm that there arenôt any snow plows 

anywhere in eastern Oklahoma.

Super Bowl XLIV Coin From 
Outer Space  

 
 January 28, 2010 ð The official coin 
toss prior to the kickoff of Super Bowl XLIV on 
February 7 wonôt be with just any coin. 
 The coin, or rather, medallion, was spe-
cially minted and spent time on the International 
Space Station.  
 The crew of the space shuttle Atlantis' 
STS-129 mission delivered the silver medallion 
to National Football League officials Wednesday 
at the Pro Football Hall of Fame in Canton, Ohio. 
The coin toss has been a part of professional 
football since its start in 1892.  

 Shuttle Commander Charlie Hobaugh, a 
graduate of North Ridgeville High School near 
Cleveland, Pilot Barry Wilmore, Mission Specialists 
Leland Melvin, who was drafted by the NFLôs Detroit 
Lions in 1986, Randy Bresnik, Bobby Satcher and 
Mike Foreman returned from their 11-day space 
mission to the orbiting space station on November 
27. 
 The crew also presented Detroit Lions and 
Dallas Cowboys jerseys and a football, inscribed 
with the name of every member of the Hall of Fame, 
which accompanied the crew on their 4.5 million 
mile space journey last fall.  
 The STS-129 shuttle mission included three 
spacewalks and the installation of two platforms to 
the station's truss, or backbone. The platforms hold 
large spare parts to sustain operations after the 
shuttles are retired. The crew delivered approxi-
mately 30,000 pounds of replacement parts for sys-
tems that provide power to the station, keep it from 
overheating, and maintain a proper orientation in 
space.

Pilots cannot exercise the privileges of their PAPER pilot certificates after March 31, 2010.  

Certificates issued under 14 CFR Part 63 and 65 will expire March 31, 2013.  
 

FAR 61.19(h) reads:  

Duration of pilot certificates. Except for a temporary certificate issued under §61.17 or a student pilot certifi-

cate issued under paragraph (b) of this section, the holder of a paper pilot certificate issued under this part 

may not exercise the privileges of that certificate after March 31, 2010.
